Terms and Conditions
Legal Entities

This contract is made between the 7th Cheltenham (Charlton Kings) Scout Group, trading as Charlton Kings Marquees, hereafter referred to as Charlton Kings Marquees, and the hirer, as defined in Section A of this document, hereafter referred to as the hirer.

Security & Theft

All items hired to the hirer remain the hirers responsibility, and as such should be looked after accordingly. Charlton Kings Marquees carries insurance for fire and theft of hired marquees, but should negligence be found on the part of the hirer, then this will become the hirer’s responsibility.

Personal Belongings

Marquees are not designed to be secure.  Any items placed within the marquee remain the responsibility of the hirer, and Charlton Kings Marquees will not accept any liability for items, lost, stolen, or damaged whilst within a hired marquee.
Fire Risk

Whilst Charlton Kings Marquees will provide all fabrics of a suitable fire retardant rating, the hirer is responsible for ensuring that the marquee is suitable for the number of people that it is required for and under no circumstance should more than 50 people be within a single hired marquee. The hirer should ensure before use, that the correct number and type of fire extinguishers are provided for use within the marquee, and that exits are clearly marked.

Exit Routes

The number and positioning of exits from the marquee will be discussed with the hirer at erection. All exits will be able to be laced, and hirers should ensure that these are undone before an event to ensure easy evacuation. At a minimum, one exit of at least 50cm must remain open at all times whilst the marquee is occupied.
Marquee Structure

Any changes made to exits, or other structural elements of the marquee, done by the hirer will be at their own risk. Any potential changes should only be made with prior consent of Charlton Kings Marquees. Any additional weight placed on the structure, eg lighting or other suspended fixings, should be hung evenly and not overload the structure. Any uncertainty over additional weight should be confirmed with Charlton Kings Marquees prior to installation. Any damage caused to the marquee structure is likely to incur additional costs.
Electrical Safety

Marquees provided are designed to keep rain out, but are not designed to be entirely watertight structures. In certain circumstances, condensation may form within a marquee, and hirers should be aware that any moisture may effect electrical installations. It should therefore be that all electrical installations used within marquees provided are designed for outdoor use. Any items placed within the marquee are the responsibility of the hirer, and should they cause damage to the marquee, additional charges may apply. Charlton Kings Marquees will not accept any liability for items damaged through any electrical installations not being suitable for outside use.

Site

Whilst Charlton Kings Marquees carries full insurance cover for the marquees and associated public liability, they accept no responsibility for marquees not being suitable for the hirers use or for damage to surfaces on which the marquees are erected. Grass surfaces should be cut to a suitable length and all cuttings removed prior to erection. The site should not have had animals grazing for at least 48 hours before erection. Charlton Kings Marquees reserve the right to not provide a marquee if the surface is unsuitable, and could damage the marquee.
Services

The hirer accepts liability for notifying Charlton Kings Marquees, in writing, of any underlying pipes or other services under the venue. In the event of a service being ruptured, and notification of it’s existence not being received, the hirer will accept responsibility for any costs incurred.

Chemicals

Chemicals of any sort should not be stored in or around the marquee. Any damage to marquees caused from this will incur additional costs.

Erection

Marquees that are provided will be erected by our trained team of volunteers at times mutually acceptable to provide for the required times of the hirer. The hirer should arrange for someone to be present when Charlton Kings Marquees arrives to ensure correct positioning of the marquee, and that entrances are positioned where required. In the event the hirer is not available at the time of erection, to agree and sign off acceptance of correct erection, the hirer will accept the judgement of the marquee team that it is correct, and the hirer will accept any subsequent responsibility. Charges may be incurred if changes are required at a later date. While Charlton Kings Marquees will endeavour to erect the marquee at the agreed time, it may be subject to change at short notice.
Removal

Prior to the agreed date and time of removal of the marquee all items should be removed from the marquee and surrounding area. Any items not removed will not be accessible for the duration of the removal process for Health and Safety reasons. Charlton Kings Marquees will not be held liable for any items damaged during marquee removal. If excessive litter or other refuse is left in the marquee Charlton Kings Marquees are under no obligation to dispose of this said litter or other refuse.
Payment & Damage

The hirer is aware that payment is required before the marquee can be put up, unless by prior arrangement. Payment can be made by cash, or cheque made payable to ‘Charlton Kings Scouts’. The hirer accepts responsibility for the marquee whilst it is at the venue. Should damage occur to any item hired to the hirer through misuse or negligence on the part of the hirer then additional charges may be incurred. Should damage occur, or be likely to occur, then the hirer should contact Charlton Kings Marquees with immediate effect. Subsequent damage not notified may incur additional charges. Charlton Kings Marquees will not accept any liability for consequential loss of income or business trade through lack of marquee provision.

Information Provided

The hirer accepts that the information provided  is correct to the best of their knowledge and that they agree to the above terms, and payment arrangements. The hirer undertakes to notify Charlton Kings Marquees of any changes to any of the information provided.
